We also thank you for the scholarship fund that we received every year. We know that 
your church Bethlehem contributes a lot to this fund. Very poor infrastructure around 
Iambi does not allow the economical struggle of our people. We still don’t have 
electricity, the communication network is still not good. The roads are maintained and are 
possible during summer but horrible during the rain season. For this economical situation 
you can imagine how useful are your funds to my school fees will result to failure to get 
more students. May our almighty God award you all even more for what you are doing to 
my school.   
 
On late august we expect a degree holder teacher from Makumira University, together 
with 2 diploma holder teachers present we will have 3 professional teachers. This predicts 
good future of my school.  
 
In the past 3 week we had first the teaching and then all workers general staff meetings 
where school agendas were discussed. The for IV graduation will be on 18 September. 
The national exams will start on 4th October. All other classes annual exams will be in 
November. The school will be closed fore Christmas holiday on 3rd December on 31th  
October we will also have member of the parliament and presidential election.
